Shuffle and make a deck with the cards face down. Each player draws one card
at the beginning and one whenever it is their turn. On their turn, they place one
card in front of them at a time to gradually build a forty-foot creature. If they
cannot play either card, the player discards one or both cards face up next to the
deck of cards. The next player may draw the most recently discarded card.

How do you make a forty-legged creature?

Simply place a card on top of a previous one so that the total number of legs
reaches 40! (as shown in the image above—currently 10+4 legs)

You can make up to 2 centipedes at the same time!
The spray card is played to neutralize your opponent's incomplete centipede, with
no more than 30 legs.

Tip: When you finish a centipede, collect the cards and turn them upside down ina
pile in front of you.
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
